In the Jammu and Kashmir Industrial Land Allotment Policy, 2021-30,
after clause 18, the following shall be added as clause 19; namely:

"19. UTILIZATION OF LAND AVAILABLE AS PER NOTIFIED FLOOR AREA
RATIO - FAR~

19.1 Industrial units can utilize the available floor area as per the ratio
notified by Government of J&K for expansion of the existing unit and / or
setting up of new / additional unit and subject to compliance of building
bye-laws, FAR available and due appraisal.

19.2 The ownership / shareholding pattern of the original project under
implementation and the proposed sub-unit/sister concern shall be
identical.

19.3 The line of activity in the additional unit shall be complementary to
the line of activity of the original Project under implementation.

19.4 The investment made in the sub-unit should be in addition to the
investment shown in the DPR of the original/parent unit.

19.5 An additional fee at 20% of the current land premium rates, shall be
@/ payable to the IDC, against the area of land proposed to be covered.”
